Nominations for AMA Ambassador Program, AMA HOUSE OF DELEGATES ANNUAL MEETING – JUNE 5-10, 2020

The identification and development of future leaders for our Society is crucial to our success.  As an organization we must stay mindful of our mission and ensure that the leadership is prepared to carry forth our vision and priorities into the future.

With this in mind at I-08, our House of Delegates adopted a report directing the Society to further expand the current Ambassador Leadership Program whereby funding would be provided for four additional MMS members (eight in total, one being the coordinator) to attend the American Medical Association (AMA) House of Delegates (HOD) Annual Meeting or Interim Meeting.  It was the House’s belief that exposure to the AMA proceedings would increase participation and leadership within the Society as well as provide future leaders for the medical community.  
At I-12, another report was submitted by a task force that was asked to review the program and make recommendations relative to the criteria for the Ambassador Program.  As such, the HOD approved the below criteria moving forward.

Criteria for Consideration

The current criteria for selection of Ambassadors include the following:  

· The selected ambassadors may attend the AMA Annual Meeting. 

·  The applicant must be an MMS member and have indicated his or her willingness to serve, should they be selected.
· The intention to fully participate by shadowing our delegates/alternates and attend all scheduled delegation meetings at the AMA Annual Meeting (beginning at 6pm Friday June 5 and concluding at Noon Wednesday, June 10)
· The applicant must have one accompanying letter of support from an MMS member.
· If necessary, the applicant and nominator may be required to be interviewed by the chair of the AMA Delegation and/or the coordinator of the Ambassador Program. 

· The applicant should never have attended a meeting of the AMA House of Delegates.  

· The selection decisions will be made by the AMA Delegation.   

· The selected ambassador(s) should later, in person or in writing, report to the MA AMA Delegation and the MMS House of Delegates (HOD) regarding their reflections on their experience within this program. 

· A maximum of five (5) ambassadors will be selected annually.  
Based on my experiences, I enthusiastically encourage you to consider an appropriate nominee to attend the AMA House of Delegates Annual Meeting.  A nomination form is attached.
